Birrarung Marr, alongside the Yarra River in the heart of the city. 

Birrarung Marr 
Opened in January 2002, Birrarung Marr is Melbourne’s first new major parkland in more than 100 years. Located on the banks of the Yarra River, the park’s name is from the language of the Wurundjeri people – ‘Birrarung’ means ‘river of mists’ and ‘Marr’ equates to ‘side’. Large sculptured terraces planted with native flora and 200 new trees form a theatre-like space designed to accommodate large crowds for festivals and performances. The park creates an almost continuous green belt of parkland around the city, and its pathways and bike tracks link the city centre and Federation Square with the Sports and Entertainment Precinct. Its attractions include Speakers Corner, which makes for great oratory entertainment and Federation Bells, a stunning field of 39 electronic bells, which ring daily. The park also features ArtPlay, an old railway building used as a children’s creative facility and gallery, along with a modern outdoor playground with a variety of physical and sensory components to stimulate children’s creativity.
