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Docklands Yacht Club is located at the western end of Shed 2 on North Wharf Road, beside the disused Port Control Tower.

From South, East & Monash / Westgate Citylink – Travel north on Montague Street and take the left lane after crossing Lorimer Street to exit the Charles Grimes Bridge, proceed on to Harbour Esplanade, turn left at Bourke Street and proceed along the Bourke Street Extension, turn left at the roundabout, turn right at North Wharf Road. 
From North & Inner West – Travel south on Harbour Esplanade (extension of Footscray Road), turn right at Bourke Street and proceed along the Bourke Street Extension, turn left at the roundabout, turn right at North Wharf Road. 

Parking – If the parking booth is operational when you turn on to North Wharf Road (usually on days when there are sporting events at Etihad Stadium), advise the attendant you are going to Docklands Yacht Club and there will be no charge. If you park behind Shed 2, make sure you are not blocking any doorways. There is parking on the gravel area beyond Shed 2 on ‘the point’ or on the river side between Sheds 2 and 4. Parking on the dock on the Victoria Harbour side is discouraged.
